Summary of Federal FY 2024 SC PATH Formula Grant Program

The PATH (Projects for Assistance in Transition from Homelessness) formula grant program provides funding to states for community-based services for persons with serious mental illnesses and co-occurring substance use disorders who are experiencing homelessness or at imminent risk of becoming homeless. PATH is administered by the Center for Mental Health Services (CMHS), a component of the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), within the US Department of Health and Human Services.  The SC Department of Mental Health (SCDMH) applies for PATH funds each year through a Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) issued by SAMHSA and an award is made each year to SCDMH effective September 1 - August 31.      
Funds are used primarily for salaries and fringe benefits for staff positions to provide outreach and clinical services to persons who are experiencing homelessness and have serious mental illnesses or co-occurring disorders. The Federal FY 2024 PATH formula grant amount for South Carolina is $698,580, which is the same as last year’s award amount.  States are required to match PATH funds with non-federal contributions in an amount not less than $1 for every $3 of federal PATH funds, or $232,860.  The required state match for SCDMH for the FFY 2024 PATH Program will be met by cash and/or in-kind services provided by the community mental health center and nonprofit agency PATH providers. 
The FFY 2024 PATH formula grant will be allocated to the following four providers based on the results of a Request for Proposals (RFP) procurement process that was accomplished in 2021:  
· Greater Greenville Mental Health Center 
· Mental Illness Recovery Center, Inc. 
· One80 Place in Charleston  

· Waccamaw Center for Mental Health
Program specifics for each provider:  
Greater Greenville Mental Health Center – Three full-time outreach positions (outreach coordinator, outreach mental health professional, and outreach worker), part-time shelter-based clinician, part-time registered nurse, and part-time benefits specialist based in the center’s Community Rehabilitative Services program. 

Mental Illness Recovery Center, Inc. – Part-time outreach and benefits director, three full-time outreach positions (outreach coordinator, youth outreach worker, and adult outreach worker), part-time clinical director, and part-time contract psychiatrist.        
One80 Place in Charleston – Two full-time outreach coordinators, part-time healthcare navigator, part-time physician assistant, part-time data specialist, and part-time program supervisor.          
Waccamaw Center for Mental Health -- Three full-time outreach positions based in the center’s Adult Outpatient division.    
Services provided by PATH staff include outreach, mental health screening/diagnosis, referrals to alcohol and other drug treatment services and primary medical and dental services, case management, and coordination with other homeless service providers. PATH providers are projected to provide services to a total of 1,720 individuals during the program year.
